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Biographical Sketch

RussHl A. Barkley, Ph.D., is Professor of Psychiatry a the Medical University of South
Carolina. After serving in the United States Air Force from 1968 to 1972, including a tour of duty
in Vietnam, e obtained his Bachelor's Degree from the University of North Carolinain 1973. He
received his Magters Degree in 1975 and his Ph.D. in 1977 in Clinicd Psychology from Bowling
Green State Universty in Ohio. He then attended the Oregon Hedlth Sciences Universty for
internship training in developmentd, learning, and behaviord disorders of children. Theregfter, he
joined the Department of Neurology at the Medical College of Wisconsin and Milwaukee Children's
Hospita where he founded the Neuropsychology Service and served as its Chief until 1985. He
then moved to the University of Massachusetts Medica School, where he served as the Director of
Psychology for more than 15 years (1985-2000) and established the research clinics for both child
and adult Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorders. In 2003, Dr. Barkley relocated to a position as
Professor in the College of Hedth Professons a the Medicd University of South Carolina in
Charleston.

Dr. Bakley is a Diplomate in both Clinicd Psychology (ABPP) and Clinicd
Neuropsychology (ABCN, ABPP). He is a clinical scientist, educator, and practitioner who has
authored, co-authored, or co-edited 15 books and clinicad manuals. He has published more than
170 scientific articles and book chapters related to the nature, assessment, and trestment of ADHD
and related disorders. His most recent books include Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder: A
Handbook for Diagnos's and Trestment (2nd ed., 1998), Taking Charge of ADHD: The Complete
Authoritative Guide for Parents (2000, 2™ ed.), Defiant Children: A Clinician's Manud for
Assessment and Parent Training (2nd ed., 1997), and Child Psychopathology (2003), and Y our
Defiant Child: Eight Steps to Better Behavior (1998). In 1993, he founded a bimonthly newdetter
for clinicd professonds, The ADHD Report (Guilford). He has created seven professond
videotgpes on ADHD and defiant children, three of which have won nationd awards, including the
1992 and 1994 Golden Apple Award for educationd videos from the Nationd Education
Asociation.  Dr. Barkley has served on the editoria boards of 11 scientific journds and as a
reviewer for numerous others. He was the President of the Section of Clinical Child Psychology,
Divison 12, of the American Psychologica Association (1988), and was Presdent of the
International Society for Research in Child and Adolescent Psychopathology (1991).

Dr. Barkley has presented more than 600 invited workshops, public addresses, and
scientific presentations internationdly, including Audtrdia, New Zedand, Belgium, Isradl, Russia,
Kenya, Venezuda, Sweden, Denmark, Norway, Iceland, Finland, Canada, and Great Britain. He
has appeared on the nationdly televised 60 Minutes, the Today Show, Good Morning America,
CBS Sunday Morning, CNN, and many other programs on behaf of those with ADHD. In 1994,
he received the Digtinguished Contribution Award from the American Association of Applied and
Preventive Psychology, and in 1996, he was awarded the C. Anderson Aldrich Award from the
American Academy of Pediatrics for his research career in child development. In 1998, he received
the Award for Didinguished Contribution to Research from the Section on Clinicd Child
Psychology, (now Divison 53) of the American Psychologicd Association. Recently, (2002) he
received the Dissemination Award from the Society for a Science of Clinica Psychology, Divison




12, of the American Psychologica Association for his career long efforts to dispel misconceptions
about ADHD and to educate the public and other professionas about the science of this disorder.
